ently being so unjustly harsh. According to the International Standard Bible Encyclopedia,

Crete is:

(A)nisland bounding the Aegean Sea on the South.... Mt. Ida in Crete was famous in Greek

legend as the birthplace of Zeus. The halflegendary, half-historical King Minos was said to be

the son of Zeus, and to have derived from his father the wisdom to which, by a type of myth
common in Greek | ands, the constitution of th
presenteée at the Akeald)té o(fanPde)n tRawls'ts (esti mat e
(Tit_1:10-16) was the one current in antiquity. Paul quotes (Tit_1:12) a well-known line of the

Cretan poet Epimenides (who lived about 600 bc) on the mendacity of the Cretans. The senti-

ment was repeated by Callimachus Hymn to Zeus 8). Other ancient witnesses to the detesta-

tion in which the Cretan character was held are Livy xliv.45, and Plutarch Aemilius section 23.

Christians must come to grips with how the ancient Apostolic Missionaries conducted themselves in

missionary establishes a firm philosophical footing based upon the Word of God, he or she will be
adequately equipped to encounter and confront any foreign people group in the name of Jesus

Christ. The Apostolic example will also serve to give the Church a working worldview when it comes

to the employment of humanitarian endeavors for outreach purposes.

Additionally, it will safeguard us against driving our cart into a ditch on either side of the missiologi-

cal road. One rut runs the risk of creating a dependent underclass which attaches itself to the church

for purely fleshly motives. And on the other side of the street there looms the temptation for the
church to sell its spiritual birthright in excha
social gospel which is devoid of the power of the Cross of Christ.

Upon arriving in a city, the Apostles never failed to lovingly yet firmly confront the native belief sys-
tem; whether it be found in the synagogues or the streets. They did not in any case conform to, nor
accommodate the superstitions and customs of the native Continued on Page 3
