  It was my week for staff devotions this week, so I shared Psalm 8 with Pastor, Sister 

Pastor and Wendy. Pastor had been sharing about their recent trip, so the Psalm 

went right along with the beauty and majesty they had just encountered. Remember-

ing that The Express was coming out next week, I decided to expound on that Psalm 

and share some thoughts. 

 Psalm 8 reads: O LORD, our Lord, how excellent is Your name in all the earth, 

     Who have set Your glory above the heavens! Out of the mouth of babes and 

nursing infants You have ordained strength, because of Your enemies, that You may 

silence the enemy and the avenger. When I consider Your heavens, the work of Your 

fingers, the moon and the stars, which You have ordained, what is man that You are mindful of him, and the 

son of man that You visit him? For You have made him a little lower than the angels, and You have crowned 

him with glory and honor. You have made him to have dominion over the works of Your hands; You have put 

all things under his feet, All sheep and oxenðeven the beasts of the field, the birds of the air, and the fish of 

the sea that pass through the paths of the seas. O LORD, our Lord, how excellent is Your name in all the 

earth! 

WOW! First of all, we see that Godôs name is ñexcellentò in all the earth. It is, in fact, the ñName above all 

names.ò  In Exodus 3:14-15, God told Moses: And God said to Moses, ñI AM WHO I AM.ò And He said, 

ñThus you shall say to the children of Israel, óI AM has sent me to you.ôò Moreover God said to Moses, ñThus 

you shall say to the children of Israel: óThe LORD God of your fathers, the God of Abraham, the God of Isaac, 

and the God of Jacob, has sent me to you. This is My name forever, and this is My memorial to all genera-

tions.ô 

I donôt think it is a coincidence that David speaks this same phrase in the last verse of this Psalm as well. His 

name is indeed excellent! 

We also see that His glory is ñabove the heavens.ò This speaks of Godôs glory being evident everywhere. Man 

is without excuse if he rejects God, because His majesty is ñclearly seenò as it states in Romans one. When the 

Psalmist states that babes and infants have ñordained strengthò in verse two, itôs interesting that when Jesus 

quotes this in Matthew 21:16, he says those babes and infants have ñperfected praise.ò I immediately went to 

the Concordance to quench my curiosity, and itôs amazing what was there!  The word ñordainedò means in the 

Hebrew: set; establish; lay a foundation. The Hebrew word ñstrengthò means: power; force; majesty; praise. 

Similarly, when I searched the Greek meaning for the word ñperfected,ò it means: to prepare; frame; complete 

thoroughly. The meaning for the word ñpraiseò is: praise! So, even though Jesus didnôt quote the phrases ver-

batim in English, we see that their meanings are very closely related, and the meanings much the same. 

   As David asked, ñWhat is man that You are mindful of him?ò and said we were made ña little lower than the 

angels,ò I was reminded of Hebrews chapter two. There we are reminded of Whose image in which we were 

created, and of the Savior Who was sent to redeem all mankind. When we realize just who we are IN Christ, 

and that we indeed were created ñin His image,ò I believe that we will have the confidence to move forward 

into everything God has ordained for each one of us from the beginning of time.   Continued Next Page 
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As we finish this great Psalm, David again repeats his first statement: ñO LORD, our Lord ï How excellent is 

Your name in all the earth!ò The meaning of the first ñLORDò is ñYahweh,ò and the meaning of the second 

ñLordò is ñSovereign.ò  

Yahweh means: ñGod of the covenant.ò Something that is ñsovereignò is ñabove or superior to all others.ò 

  The question for you and me today is this: ñHave I truly made a covenant (a binding agreement; a formal 

contract; a promise) with God, and if so, do I put Him above or superior to ALL others?ò Itôs worth contem-

plating, and dear Lord, please help us search our hearts and make sure You are Lord of all!

1/2 to 3/4 cup regular Splenda  

3 Tablespoons all purpose flour  

1 Tablespoon Corn Starch  

1 1/4 cup each of:  

Strawberries, Black Raspberries,  

Black Berries, Blueberries

1.  preheat oven to 375 degrees 

2.  In a large mixing bowl stir together sugar, flour and 

corn starch.  Add fruit, mix together  

3.  Transfer berry mix to one pie crust.  

4. Place remaining crust over the pie mix and seal OR 

cut remaining pie crust into strips and place over berry 

mix to form a lattice pattern.  

5. Bake in preheated oven for 50 minutes or until the 

crust turns golden brown.   

 
 

Substitutions:  

You can use sugar in place of Splenda,  

1 cup Splenda = 1 cup Sugar  

You can use other fruit in place of any of the berries, total fruit:  approximately 5 cups  

Example:  1 cup each of Peaches, Strawberries, Black Raspberries, Blackberries, Blueberries
